ãóìàí³òàðíèõ àêö³é, ïðîâåäåíí³ ïîçàøê³ëüíî¿ ðîáîòè, çä³éñíåííÿ îï³êè íàä ïðî-
áëåìíèìè êàòåãîð³ÿìè ãðîìàäÿí òîùî. Ïî â³äíîøåííþ æ äî ñàìî¿ ïîë³ö³¿ ðåë³ã³éí³
îðãàí³çàö³¿ ïîêëèêàí³ âèêîíóâàòè äóøïàñòèðñüê³ òà êàïåëàíñüê³ ôóíêö³¿, çä³é-
ñíþâàòè ðîëü äóõîâíî-ðåë³ã³éíîãî ïðîñâ³òíèöòâà òîùî.

Ðîçâèòîê ïàðòíåðñòâà ïîë³ö³¿ ç ðåë³ã³éíèì ñåðåäîâèùåì, âî÷åâèäü, âåäå äî
ñï³âïðè÷åòíîñò³ âïëèâó öèõ äâîõ âàæëèâèõ ñóñï³ëüíèõ ³íñòèòóò³â íà óêðà¿íñüêå
ñóñï³ëüñòâî. Âîíè íå ëèøå ïåðåñòàëè áóòè àíòàãîí³ñòàìè, ÿê öå áóëî çà òîòàë³òàðíîãî
ðåæèìó, à âèñòóïàþòü ÿê ïîòóæíà âèõîâíà òà çàõèñíà ñèëà ó ãàëóç³ ïðàâà òà
ïóáë³÷íî¿ áåçïåêè, çàõèñòó âàæëèâèõ ³íòåðåñ³â îñîáè òà ñóñï³ëüñòâà, ¿õí³õ ìà-
òåð³àëüíèõ òà äóõîâíèõ ö³ííîñòåé. Ïîë³ö³ÿ ³ Öåðêâà, âèêîíóþ÷è ñâî¿ ôóíêö³¿, çà-
áåçïå÷óþòü îõîðîíó ïðàâ ³ ñâîáîä ëþäèíè, ëþäñüêî¿ ã³äíîñò³ òà ïðîâ³äíèõ ñóñï³ëü-
íèõ ³íòåðåñ³â, ïîâ’ÿçàíèõ ³ç çàõèñòîì ñï³ëüíîãî áëàãà, íàäàííÿ äîïîìîãè îñîáàì,
ùî ¿¿ ïîòðåáóþòü. Ðîçâèòîê ïàðòíåðñòâà ì³æ íèìè äàº ìîæëèâ³ñòü ñïîä³âàòèñÿ íà
äîñÿãíåííÿ ùå á³ëüøèõ ñï³ëüíèõ ñóñï³ëüíî çíà÷óùèõ ðåçóëüòàò³â ó ¿õí³é ä³ÿëüíîñò³.
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PROMOTION OF PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN POLICE
AND RELIGIOUS COMMUNITY

Currently many research papers cover the interaction of police and the institutions
of civil society. This topic is in the focus of many Ukrainian and foreign researchers.
However, although religious organizations are a part of civil society, their interaction
with the police has not yet been researched systemically.

About 37,000 of religious organizations are registered and acti in Ukraine.
Under the existing circumstances, they deserve more attention from the researchers
looking into interactions of police and civil society. The special status of the religious
organizations as the institutions separated by law from the state and other establishments,
as well as a lack of the historical tradition of cooperation between the law enforcement
and religious community are the reasons why this aspect is not covered extensively.
The researchers are also wary of crossing any “sacred” lines when writing about the
religious community.

At the same time, we observe that during the recent decades the religious orga-
nizations have become more socially active, boldly crossing the barriers and becoming
a driver of Ukrainian society while simultaneously often breaking the laws that exist
in the state. The priests and clergymen are becoming a part of Ukrainian intellectual
elite and significantly influence the values and morals of our citizens. This means that
there might be a prospect of common responsibility of the law enforcing agencies and
religious organizations for keeping the public order, quality of life of our society and
its members, their legal and spiritual education.
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
