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OBJECT OF ENSURING INFORMATION SECURITY IN THE SPHERE
OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

The purpose of the article is to define the concept and features of the object of
information security in the field of public administration.

The article deals with the peculiarities of understanding the category of “object”
in the legal science. Considered scientific approaches, according to which under the
object of law means social relations, goods and values. Accentuated that security is a
specific type of social activity, that is, the activity of individuals and legal entities
aimed at transforming the surrounding reality to achieve their goals.

Author propose to understand the object of ensuring information security as a
goal set by the subject of activity in this area (the state and its bodies, local authorities,
business entities, public organizations, political parties, trade unions, religious
organizations, individual citizens, etc.).The least effective of these subjects is the
state, which is explained both by the inconsistency of the state information policy,
which is traditional for Ukrainian reality, and by the excessive dynamism of technical,
technological, personnel, organizational and other processes in the information sphere,
which complicates their centralized regulation. It is argued that the object of ensuring
information security acts as a plurality of inconsistent objects of different genesis and
scale, the combination of which gives rise to the strength of countering information
risks, thereby compensating for the weakness of the state in the studied sphere of
public relations. Therefore, it follows that the reduction of the destructive impact of
information threats in the system of public administration is due to the strengthening
of free competition in the market of IT technologies, strengthening of civil society
institutions, enforcement of legal norms in the activities of parties and religious
organizations. The government must take into account the fact that the digital
education of all categories of applicants for education and bridging the digital divide
are becoming more and more transparent. In combination with the functioning of
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highly specialized divisions for information and cyber security in the structure of
some subjects of public administration of the security and defense sector, this, in our
opinion, can significantly optimize the situation with overcoming the destructive
influence of information threats.
