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THE INSTITUTIONAL GENESIS OF THE CRIME ANALYSIS

The article focuses on the formation and development of criminal analysis in
the activities of law enforcement agencies. On the basis of the historical retrospective,
the key features of the activities of the criminal analysis units were formalized. The
objective factors for the selection of specialized units of criminal analysis have been
clarified and substantiated. The objectively existing prerequisites for the need to
compare crimes and identify relevant patterns are noted. On the basis of the above,
the concept of modus operandi has spread. Attention is focused on the fact that the
final institutionalization of criminal analysis is based on the formalization of the
activities of individual units of criminal analysis in the system of police units and the
direct use of criminal analysis in planning police measures, determining the most
dangerous areas for patrolling by police units. A separate important conclusion regarding
the understanding of the content of criminal analysis and its place in law enforcement
activities is the emphasis on its occurrence directly in practical units, if necessary to
improve the effectiveness of police activities. It was the generalization of practice and
the development of appropriate algorithms for police work based on defined patterns
of crimes that formed the initial foundations of the institutional formation of criminal
analysis units. But the further development of criminal analysis was based on the
combination of the academic school, the scientific support of this specific police
practice, as well as at the expense of systemic financial support.
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
