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LEGAL PROBLEMS OF IMPLEMENTING THE PRINCIPLE OF POLITICAL
NEUTRALITY IN THE ACTIVITIES OF THE POLICE

This article explores the problems associated with the political neutrality of
public servants, including police officers. In particular, it notes that the neutrality of
police officers in the sense of political impartiality is essential to guarantee that
citizens, regardless of their political views, receive police services on the basis of
fairness, equality, impartiality, achieved by increasing the focus on professionalism
and competence of police officers. These values are important because they can ensure
fairness and stability in law enforcement, which is one of the most important factors
in citizens’ level of trust in the police. Having important values, these values can
ensure fairness and stability of the law enforcement system, which is one of the most
significant factors in the level of citizens’ trust in the police. It is argued that the main
reference point for the activities of police officers should be the public interest; police
officers may not participate in political activities in the performance of their duties;
they must be neutral to the political struggles of various parties and movements. In
addition, the current Ukrainian legislation on regulation of prohibition of use of
official powers by police officers in the interests of political parties or their cells or
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individual politicians was analyzed, and ways to improve the regulation and
implementation of this anti-corruption prohibition in Ukraine were proposed. Thus,
according to the results of the research, police officers as representatives of the state
executive power must fulfill their official duties in strict compliance with the
Constitution and laws of Ukraine, without regard to the interests of any political
parties, blocks or their cells or individual politicians, including those who came to
power legally at the national and municipal levels. In order of preventing abuses and
increasing the social protection of police officers, it is necessary to create a legislative
mechanism of strict control over the mandatory political neutrality of the police,
which will be a means of protecting police officers from direct political interference
in their official activities and will also make it impossible to remove experienced,
capable and promising police officers from office because of discreditable grounds.
Moreover, in the Law of Ukraine “On the National Police” there should be fixed
provision that in case of participation in the elections to the state or local government
as a candidate, a police officer must inform the head of the relevant body or police
unit, in which he works, within ten calendar days from the date of his registration as
a candidate, and submit a report on his suspension from duty and leave without pay
for the period of the electoral process.
