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STATUS OF CRIMINAL OFFENSES AMONG MINORS
FOR THE PERIOD 2017-2021: ANALYSIS
AND PERSPECTIVES

The field of juvenile delinquency is predominantly focused on property (primarily
through theft). Traffic safety and operation of transport are also common areas of
criminal offenses committed by minors; public order and morality; life and health of
a person and others. At the same time, the rating of spheres and offenses in each sepa-
rate period will depend on socio-economic, political and other factors that directly or
indirectly affect the state of both general and juvenile delinquency.

Thus, the number of detected minors who committed crimes decreased by 12—
14 % every year during the period 2017-2021, and by the end of the reporting period,
it decreased by 42 % as a whole. The most criminally active age group was 16—17 year
olds. They accounted for an average of 64.3 % of all juvenile offenders. On average,
73.2 % of minors who committed criminal offenses had a complete general secondary
education. The share of minors who committed crimes as part of the group was an
average of 17.5 % of the identified minors for the specified period.

Most often, minors, like adults, committed criminal offenses of a property natu-
re, primarily theft (on average 58.5 % of all offenses), robbery (10.4 %). The percentage
of minors who have illegally taken possession of a vehicle (an average of 7 % of all
minor offenders), etc., is quite noticeable.

Taking into account the analysis of the state of criminal offenses among minors
for the specified period, it is considered appropriate to take the following measures
in the practical activities of juvenile prevention units:

strengthening of preventive measures against minors prone to drinking alcoholic
beverages, as well as prone to committing offenses in the group aged 16—17, male;

improving interaction with the administrations of educational institutions (in
particular, general secondary education and vocational and technical education) in
the field of preventive work with students who are on the internal register of the in-
stitution (prone to skipping classes without valid reasons, prone to aggression, prone
to alcohol consumption, etc.);

strengthening of measures to prevent the involvement of minors in illegal acti-
vities, in drunkenness (including by parents, persons who replace them) taking into
account the age characteristics of minors;

improving cooperation with other units of the National Police in the field of
prevention of the most widespread criminal offenses among minors, namely: theft;
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robberies; cases of intentional bodily harm and other criminal offenses against the life
and health of a person; cases of illegal possession of vehicles; hooliganism; robbery
attacks; fraudulent act; facts of illegal production, manufacture, acquisition, storage,
transportation or forwarding of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or their
analogues without the purpose of sale, etc.
