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STATE-LEGAL ASPECTS OF THE DEVELOPMENT AND APPROVAL OF
THE SYMBOLISM OF THE MIA OF UKRAINE

In the article, the authors analyze the historical and legal aspects of the formation
of the symbols of the Ministry of Internal Affairs (MIA) of Ukraine. The relevance
of the study is due to the fact that in recent years Central bodies of executive power
have appeared, the symbols of which are similar to the symbols of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs. As a result, there may be errors in the identification of employees,
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vehicles, and institutions that contain the appropriate symbols on insignia, color
schemes, and other visual attributes.

The chronological framework of the study covers the period 1917—1921 and the
period from 1991 to the present. The source base for research is archival materials,
scientific and popular scientific articles on the subject of the study, as well as legal
acts regarding the approval of the symbols of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and
other central executive authorities.

The authors determined that in the period 1917—1921, the then similar institutions
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs did not have their own separate symbols. On the
other hand, with the restoration of independence, the process of developing the
symbol of the Ministry of Internal Affairs was conditioned by the submission of the
Soviet heritage and ended in 1993 with the approval of the first emblem of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine. The current heraldic sign — the emblem of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine was approved in 2000. With the creation of
the National Police of Ukraine, the emblem of the National Police was developed on
the basis of the emblem of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, which is similar in style,
content and visual design.

In the conclusions, the authors emphasize that the emblem of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, approved in 2000, is used in many attributes of the Ministry, and is
also the basis for the symbols of other central executive bodies. The question of the
feasibility of developing a new emblem of the Ministry of Internal Affairs remains
open.
